6  Saturday show will start at 8:30am. The 4-H show will
be held first followed by the open show. Show order
will be Alpines, LaMancha, Nubian, Oberhasli, Saanen,
Toggenburg, and Recorded Grade. Seniors will show
first and then juniors.

7  Entry fee will be $2.50. Group classes have no entry
fee. There is no limit to numbers, premiums limited to
2 per class, per breed, per exhibitor. Groups are
limited to 1 per class, per breed, per exhibitor.

8  Grand & Reserve Champions, Best of Breed, & Best
